Year 6 Leavers’ Prom 2018

Invitations will be given out and are subject to the children meeting the targets set for behaviour and attitude for the whole of the summer term in line with the school’s behaviour policy. The school reserves the right to revoke any prom invitation where behaviour in school is not at an acceptable standard. 

This year, we will be giving parents/carers the option to collect their child from school earlier in order to give them the opportunity to prepare for the evening’s event. Parents will be allowed to collect their children at 2:30pm from the main gate entrance to the school. If you wish to collect your child at this time, please complete the appropriate section on the slip below and return to school by Tuesday 22nd May.
